The Fourth Ohio Volunteer Infan-
try Enjoy a Grand Recep- -
tion at Columbus.

THE ROSS COUNTY BOYS

Who Followed Col. Coit fo Porto
Rico and There Achieved no
Little Fame.

It was a welcome fit for a king that
tho gallant boys of the Fourth Ohio
Volunteer Infantry recelved at Colum-
bus yesterday afternoon, and yet the
domonstration, grand, beautiful and
stupendous, was not half what the
brave invaders of Porto Rico were en-
titled, though a thousand times greater
than they had anticipated.

But it was the soldier boys that car-
rled oft the honors. When the Seven-
teenth U, §. Infantry, but recently re-
wrned from Santiago, marched by the
cheering was second only to that given
the boy: o Fourth. It was a cy-
clone of applause that grected tho lat-
ter, and gracefully did theso bronzed
horoes of Porto Rico accept the wel-
come. 3

The regiment appeared in splendid
physical condition, and the faco of
wvery soldier wore a smile. It was the
proudest moment of his life. There
were others who took pride in the
domonstration, not a few of whom
aro Ross countlans, for old Ross was
pretty well represented in the Fourth,
and her boys too were as brave as any
Ta the lot.

In fact, Private Sam Schaeffer, of
Company M, whose home s near
Clarksburg, performed servico as a
scout, the most dangerous duty that
can fall to the lot of solders. For this

the division commander by Col. Colt.
Private Richard Schaeffer, a brother of
the former, also rendered gallant and
sfective service, as did, in fact, every
member of Co. M.
