The festival’s stats increased
on all fronts this year- including
the food Qépamnent. The fire-
men thawed more than 1,700
pounds of fish for the nightly fish
fry. And at Ieast 118 floats, trac-
tors, cars and trucks joined the
Grand Parade, compared to only
80 entries last year.
